Essentially large unmodified areas, topographically shielded or more than c.3 km from most noise or visual impacts.





Accessible to public only via walking tracks, which may be few in number and of a low maintenance regime. Vehicular tracks not accessible nor maintained;  should be revegetated.





Public facilities rarely found and  only for resource protection.


But note that identified cultural heritage features of either Aboriginal or European origin must be retained.





Extremely low levels of interaction with other visitors.





No visible on-site regulation, but positive visitor education and possible use of permit systems.�
Moderate to large areas, predominantly unmodified, topographically shielded or generally at least 1 km from significant noise or visual impacts.





Accessible to public only via walking tracks of a low to moderate maintenance regime only.  


Unsealed and unobtrusive management roads may be present, but infrequently used by management vehicles only.





Few public facilities of a very basic nature and only where required for resource protection (eg. Fire places, pit or vault toilets, etc.).





Some possibilities of interaction with other visitors, but limited encounters could be expected.





Limited on-site regulation  or management presence in the form of signage and low maintenance tracks.�
Moderate to large size areas, predominantly unmodified, topographically shielded or generally at least 1 km from significant visual impacts.





Accessible to the public via walking tracks of low to moderate maintenance regime or unsealed 4WD or 2WD tracks that are not frequently maintained.





Few public facilities of a very basic nature where required for resource protection (eg. Fire places, pit or vault toilets, etc.).





Moderate levels of interaction with other visitors, especially during peak seasons.





Limited  on-site regulation or management presence. On site information bays and defined car parking areas may be used for resource protection, but every effort should be made to maintain semi-remote ambience of sites.�
Partly modified, but natural areas, may be within 1 km of significant noise sources or visual impacts.





Public access via relatively well maintained walking tracks and sealed or unsealed 2WD roads.





Low-key visitor facilities only may exist at key camping or picnicking areas, including formal camping areas, toilet and shower blocks and visitor interpretation signs or displays.





Relatively frequent visitor interactions, particularly during peak seasons.





Explicit on-site regulation and management presence, including signage, fences, barriers, formed carparks, etc., but designed in a manner to blend visually with the local environment.�
Substantially modified areas within a semi-natural setting and/or  within 1 km of significant noise sources or visual impacts.





Public access via well maintained walking tracks, possibly with sealed surfaces and sealed or unsealed 2WD roads.





Substantial and relatively well maintained visitor facilities may exist at key camping, picnicking and visitor interpretation areas, including formal camping areas, toilet and shower blocks and more extensive visitor interpretation signs and displays.





Frequent visitor interactions can be expected, particularly during peak seasons.





Explicit on-site regulation and management presence, , including signage, fences, barriers, formed carparks, etc., designed in a manner to blend visually with the local environment. �
Highly  modified areas within a semi-natural setting, with significant noise and visual impacts in the immediate area.  Typified by alpine resorts or large park accommodation and activity complexes, and visually dominant alterations.





Public access via well maintained walking tracks, possibly with sealed surfaces and via sealed 2WD roads primarily.





Extensive and well-maintained visitor facilities may exist throughout the area, including indoor accommodation, restaurants and cafes and extensive visitor interpretation signage and displays.





High level of visitor interaction can be expected, often on a year round basis.





High levels of on-site regulation and management presence, including signage, fences, barriers, formed carparks, etc., designed in a manner to blend visually with the local environment.�
