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Official records can be properly conserved through existing archival 


systems, such as the Public Records Office.





A centre needs to work with other systems e.g. Museum of Australia, State Library.





The centre could be a cultural museum, with a theme *The Ranger Service*. 


The centre needs to be linked with Ranger training, and the induction of 


new staff.





The Museum of Australia is looking at a central theme of the history of the interaction between people and the environment  





Other organisations, such as the Port Phillip City Council and the Gas and 


Fuel Corporation may provide models for recording and preserving 


organisational history.





A centre needs to focus on the *live* material that can be easily lost. 





Need to be clear as to what is worth collecting. Some material could be of 


questionable value. Need to have a collection policy.


In the centenary year of parks there may be opportunities to get funding 


to locate material, document, and possibly forward it to the Public 


Records Office. There should be an effort to at least identify where 


historic material is.





Personal collections are easily lost.





A centre needs to tell a story.





Need to avoid multiple collections of the same item.





Fern Tree Gully could be a suitable site for a centre. Could seek initial 


funding from government, and draw on volunteers and retired staff for on-going maintenance. VNPA and Friends groups could be included. 





Deakin University needs to have input, particularly in relation to the 


park management course.
